ART GRANT UPDATE

Hi Everyone,
Deon asked me to share my grant news:

I was fortunate to receive two grants for one Artists In Residence, textile artist Renate Maile-Moskowitz, to work with Kindergarteners and First graders introducing felting.

Renate will bring in stories about animals, demonstrate uses of fleece and felting,  the uses of their fur by artists and around the house.  She will also discuss and show the various uses of animal fur that different cultures have developed. Each child will card wool, dye the fleece, and felt a small bag.

 The second artist, Adjoa Burrowes, is also an author who will be introducing editing, sequencing, storyboarding, decorated paper, and book making to second graders.  Each second grader will create their own special papers, do their own storyboard, and then create five collaged/multimedia pictures for the cover and interior pictures illustrating their story.  Teachers will choose to have students write stories about science (non-fiction) 2A, myths (fiction) 2B, or a biography of a family member (non-fiction) 2C .  Which each class will do is not set yet.

$4895 is for the 2nd grade Book Making project.
$4775 is for the Kindergarten and First Grade Textile & Feltmaking project.
