2. Principal’s Update: Administration is starting to plan for next year

Parent involvement: there will be a pilot of PESA in Spanish beginning in February, funded by OCC. Monica is looking for participants and trainers. We won’t be able to do PARTICIPA this year, as we need to tailor more it to DCPS (it has been done in Arlington).

Literacy night will be on January 28, both in Spanish and English.

Middle school open house for 5th graders and parents, on the evening of January 21 for parents and an open house for parents and students the day of January 22.

Assistant Principal Search: interviewing good candidates, but haven’t found the right person yet.

Stakeholder survey: results from DCPS stakeholder survey for Oyster-Adams. Graded a B school. One area of concern is that students didn’t feel that the school was orderly and well-maintained.  Also, 26% of teachers felt like that there wasn’t enough materials. There was speculation that a lot of this was lack of materials in Spanish. Ed Dixon, Monica and Melissa Mohammed will put together an on-line survey to find out what materials are lacking.

Discipline Policy: some teachers taking class on discipline and school-wide behavior problems, which involves coming up with a proposal for the school.  There was discussion about communicating the discipline policy to parents, the DCPS discipline policies, and developing proactive policies in addition to reactive policies. Future action: have the social workers come to a meeting and brainstorm about ideas.  This will be the focus of the February meeting.

3. Budget: Projected enrollment next year is 673. Monica distributed budget worksheets from DCPS.  Oyster-Adams does not get any additional funding for the dual-language program.  DCPS will provide actual amount for next year later this week. Ideas for next year: half-time middle school coordinator (as there will be a new assistant principal), additional counselor, assessment coordinator, additional instructional coach to focus on Spanish, additional middle school teacher to focus on social studies or humanities, extra PE teacher, parent involvement coach, science specialist, full-time primary music teacher, special education coordinator, special education teacher.  Monica will send new amounts from DCPS and we will meet on the 20th to continue discussion.
